Introduction

· Additional pictures should show the problem they were addressing.

· You should also include any relevant pictures, charts, graphs of the reform or solution to the problem the author was attempting to address.
Presentations:
· You will not be presenting your findings to the class in verbal form.  Rather, you will be adding your information to a Google Presentation established by your teacher.  It will be shared with all members of the class.
· You will need to take notes on your classmate’s presentations, as information presented is ‘fair game’ for the exam.
